This is an invitation to attend the Colloquium on Innovatory Learning and Teaching at Glasgow Caledonian University

Colleagues in every school and division in the University are working hard to make the student experience exciting, satisfying and relevant, and to produce graduates fit for life in the 21st century.  The Colloquium on Innovatory Learning and Teaching is an opportunity for the University to celebrate the excellent and innovatory learning and teaching that underpins the programmes that we offer.

We extend this opportunity to you to attend the colloquium or to consider presenting your learning and teaching innovations at the colloquium. 
The colloquium is an opportunity for you to
*Prepare a presentation on some aspect of your innovatory learning and teaching
*Present your work to a an audience of peers from across Glasgow Caledonian University
*Receive critical, but supportive and friendly, feedback from the audience

There are three kinds of colloquium presentation:
1.Formal Presentations, where you can provide a critical examination and discussion of your  work in an aspect of learning and teaching. Formal presentations should be based on scholarly work that is already well advanced or completed, and for which you can demonstrate outcomes.
2. Demonstrations, where you can demonstrate a teaching and learning innovation, a novel course design, a new method of assessment and so on.
3.Posters, where you can provide exploratory information about your ideas on learning and teaching in your subject area, pilots of particular innovations you have carried out or any other ongoing or emerging aspect of learning and teaching.

FORMAT FOR SUBMITTING A PROPOSAL
Formal Presentations
Proposals for a formal presentation should be in the form of an extended abstract of up to 1000 words that critically presents your work and relates it to the literature on learning and teaching. Please submit your proposal as a Word document file. Formal presentations will be allocated a 20 minute slot at the colloquium.

Demonstrations
Proposals for a demonstration should be in the form of a description of the demonstration, indicating its novelty and importance to learning and teaching. Demonstrations will be allocated up to a 20 minute slot at the colloquium. Please submit your proposal as a Word document file.

Posters
Proposals for a poster presentation should be in the form of short description of the learning and teaching issue/innovation that you would like to present in the poster. Posters will be displayed at the colloquium and you would be expected to be present to discuss your poster over the lunch break. Please submit your proposal as a Word document file.

SUBMITTING YOUR PROPOSAL
Proposals need to be submitted for consideration at the latest by Monday April 20, and should be emailed as a Word file to Fiona McBeth (Fiona.McBeth@gcal.ac.uk). Each proposal will be reviewed by members of the Caledonian Academy. Authors of accepted proposals will be notified by Friday April 24 and must be available to present their work at the colloquium on Thursday May 14.
